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Policy Principles

Allocations will be handled in an open and transparent environment.

An Allocation Policy will ensure the distribution of town facilities in a
fair and equitable manner, respecting issues of accessibility.

Allocations will be reviewed on an annual basis.
Groups meeting Markham residency requirements will receive priority.

Where facility demand exceeds supply, the Town may have to limit the
emergence of new User Groups.

Children/Youth should receive preference of hours when allocating
time.
